NMCOG is working with the Metropolitan Area Planning Commission (MAPC) and five other
regional planning agencies in the Boston Metropolitan Statistical Area to develop a region-wide
Climate Action Plan under the Environmental Protection Agency’s Climate Pollution Reduction
Grant program. The project will result in:

® A region-wide greenhouse gas inventory and emission reduction scenarios;

e A Priority Climate Action Plan with a focus on energy systems, buildings, and transportation
(by March 1, 2024); and

e A Comprehensive Climate Action Plan across all sectors (by August 2025).

are required to comply with MGL Ch. 40A, Section
3A, otherwise known as “MBTA Communities Law”, |
by creating one or more zoning districts where -
multifamily housing will be allowed by right.
NMCOG is providing a range of technical assistance
in this work, ranging from developing and testing
compliance models to assisting with community
outreach and drafting zoning language.

MBTA Communities

Billerica: following an October open house,
the Town is working with NMCOG and the
Planning Board to draft zoning bylaw
language and select final districts. Learn more.

Chelmsford: The Planning Board has selected two districts; Town staff and NMCOG are
finalizing zoning bylaw language and submitting for state review by the end of November.
Learn more.

Dracut: NMCOG will be assisting the Community Development Department in an in-depth
outreach and engagement process, beginning with a joint meeting of the Select Board,
Planning Board, and Zoning Bylaw Review Committee in December. Learn more.

Lowell: The City Council voted to approve Lowell’s Multi-Family Overlay — High Rise (MFOH),
Multi-Family Overlay — Mid-Rise (MFOM), and Multi-Family Overlay—Neighborhood
(MFON) districts on October 25, 2023, which will next be reviewed by the state for
compliance. View the ordinance.

Tewksbury: After a series of public meetings, surveys, and community outreach, the Town
has selected final districts and is drafting the zoning for Select Board review prior to
submission for state review later this month. NMCOG has provided technical assistance
with the Town’s compliance model. Learn more.

Tyngsborough: NMCOG is supporting Town staff in working with the Zoning Review
Committee to finalize scenarios, lead public meetings, and finalize draft zoning language
before it is submitted to the state for review this December. Learn more.

Westford: Town staff, with the Town's MBTA Communities Multi-family Housing Advisory
Committee, have lead a planning and engagement process throughout the summer and fall
to select districts and create zoning. NMCOG has provided technical assistance with the

Town’s compliance model. Learn more.

With the exception of Lowell, which has already approved MBTA Communities zoning, the
communities above are working to bring zoning amendments to their respective Town Meetings
next spring or fall. More information about MBTA Communities can be found at
